and services, now part of the "21I " function.
Lindsay is a fiscal conservative, believes in a limited but effec-

tive role for government, and is a member of the Republican
Party.

State Road 23 and
Main St. intersection to be widened

The Indiana Department of Transportation has announced an

intersection improvement project at State Road 23lSample Street

and Main Street.
At least one lane will remain open in each direction on State

Road 23 through the life of the project, but motorists should
expect delays in the area. Drivers will not be able to turn left onto
Main Street if going northeast on State Road 23.

This project will widen the roadway and add turn lanes on State

Road 23. Work will be ongoing through early August 2021 .

Drivers are encouraged to allow extra time
when driving through this area. Drivers should slow down and

drive distraction-free through all work zones.
